The Development of the ICD-11

It has been twenty years since the WHO pub-
lished ICD-10, and it is under the process of
revision toward the new revision (ICD-11).
Accordingly, the WHO has organized groups of
experts designated to deal with each field, and
the International Advisory Group for the Revi-
sion of ICD-10 Mental and Behavioral Disor-
ders has been launched for the field of psychia-
try. Regarding the revision, this group is re-

sponsible for ultimate decisions concerning the
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field of psychiatry and also for establishing a
framework for the new version.

The above mentioned group has held three
meetings so far, the second and the third of
which one of the authors attended as a special
invitee. Presented here are summaries of the
meetings, in addition to a report on the current
situation, both domestic and international, con-

cerning the revision.
