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Abstract

Introduction: The objective of the study
was to develop a format to evaluate
public private partnership  (PPP)
projects for health in developing
countries so that the lessons learned
from them can be easily identified.

Methods: We reviewed the literature and

reports, and interviewed persons
involved in PPP projects for health in
developing countries in order to

identify the kind of information that
should be collected to evaluate such
projects. Based on the findings,
developed a preliminary format and
tested it with seven PPP projects for
health Latin
America, and Africa. We reviewed reports
of each project and made a site visit to
interview the person in charge of the
project from August 2013 to March 2014
in order to fill the data in the format.

Results: We developed the format with

the following seven categories: (1)
basic information of the project, (2)
background and social issues to be

addressed, (3) concrete activities, (4)
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the process through which partnership

was created, (5) the pattern of
partnership, (6) monitoring  and
evaluation, (7) accountability and

public relations. There were totally
91 questions under these categories. In
some project, it was difficult to
collect the data for all of them. We
used the data to calculate score of the
project for each of the following eight
viewpoints and to create a radar chart

to describe its characteristics: (1)
issues to be addressed socially, (2)
partnership and communication, (3)
progress and efficiency of project, (4)
impact on health, (5) equity, (6)
sustainability, (7) monitoring and
evaluation, (8) accountability and

ethics. There were concerns about how to
score them objectively.

Conclusion: We developed the format
version 1 to evaluate PPP projects for
health. We shall address the issues
raised from the field test to improve its
applicability and usability.
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
